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About our Bharatanatyam School

Srishti – Nina Rajarani Dance School is based at the Harrow Arts Centre in Hatch End, Middlesex and provides traditional training in Bharatanatyam Dance and Karnatic Music. The school is lead by Nina Rajarani MBE, and started in 1991 with just five students. Over the years, Nina has earned herself an admirable reputation as a teacher and now has a thriving school, where students pride themselves upon the high standard of dancing they aim to achieve. The school emphasises adherence to the classicism of Bharatanatyam and Karnatic music, ensuring training with a strong foundation firmly rooted in tradition. 
Students who join the school first complete a foundation year that is followed by an examined course consisting of six basic grades and then vocational examinations beyond that for the more serious-minded.  The school follows the Bharatanatyam syllabus of the Imperial Society of Teacher of Dancing (ISTD). This course trains students in both the practical and theoretical aspects required for the appropriate presentation of the traditional maargam or repertoire of Bharatanatyam. The senior students also learn the art of nattuvangam or conducting, and are given opportunities to conduct junior classes under supervision. Training in Karnatic vocal music is also an essential part of the course. 
Throughout their training, students are given performance opportunities at both local and national events. Most of those who complete the graded examinations carry on with their training at an advanced level and also have the opportunity to join Srishti Yuva Culture, a youth group that strives for greater proficiency and professionalism, bridging the gap and aiding the transition from student to professional performer. Srishti’s School of Dance presented its first Arangetram (debut solo performance) in June 2000, and has continued successfully to present new achievers each year since.
Prize winning choreographer Nina Rajarani MBE is the director of the school and is involved in all the day-to-day running, teaching and performance planning for the school.  Nina has over 20 years of teaching experience and is well known for her meticulous methods.  Dance tutors employed by the school are all carefully selected for their thorough knowledge and precise articulation of the artform.  

Award-wining vocalist and composer Y Yadavan teaches the music classes at the school.  He also composes new music for the student performances and for Srishti Yuva Culture.

The stunning collaboration between Nina Rajarani and Y Yadavan provides the students of the school a dance and music experience that is unique and holistic.
We accept students of all ages and abilities at any time of year:

· We take beginner students into our foundation year who have turned 5 by the 1st of September.
· We take students into all grades throughout the year if they have had previous Bharatanatyam training or take 1-to-1 classes with one of our tutors to catch up with their class-mates therefore we can accept students of all levels and all ages.
· We offer 1-to-1 sessions to both adults and children who cannot join regular group classes.

All students, once they complete the Foundation year, have the opportunity to get involved in 3 intensive workshop weeks per year.  These are conducted in the evenings in the autumn and spring half terms as well as at the end of our summer term.  The autumn and summer intensives result in annual performances and the spring intensive is for ISTD exam preparation.
